You may work with a partner, if you choose. No two individuals/teams in the same class will have the same assignment. Your suggestions are due:

Step Two

Draw a hand-drawn map of the area of your topic. It must include at LEAST five streets and four avenues and all places of interest. If your topic is a tour, it may involve a bigger, more intricate map. Remember, your map must be hand-drawn – NO CUTTING AND PASTING! Neatness counts.

Step Three

The Rough Draft of your movie:

You must complete your Rough Draft form and submit it by __________________

You will need to:

a) List ten facts about your topic that you will include in your movie (20, if you are working with a partner). Cite your sources in a bibliography.

b) You must have at least two digital sources for your information and two non-digital resources.

c) Give an overview of your project – what sort of movie you will make, what it will look like, what materials you will need, etc…

d) Provide a rough draft of your script OR a detailed outline of the plot/action OR a storyboard

Step Four
Your movie:

You (and possibly a partner) will make a movie based on your topic. It should be two-three minutes long. (Four-five, if you are working with a partner).

Possible Formats:

· “Common Craft” Video (Example – “The Macy’s Thanksgiving Parade in Plain English”)

· Commercial/Infomercial

· Travel Video

· Puppet Show – Finger puppets, sock puppets, paper cut-outs on sticks…

· Newscast

· Music Video

· Re-Enactment (Act out a historical scene)

· “Behind The Music” / “I Love the 1880’s” 

· Reality TV – (“Staten Island Shore”?)

· Home Improvement or Cooking Show – (“Extreme Makeover – Tenement Edition”?)

You must include at least eight of the ten facts from your Rough Draft – fifteen, if you are working with a partner (See Step Three). Your movie should be pretty much as described in your Rough Draft – any big changes should be discussed with Mr. Fladd ahead of time. Your Rough Draft will serve as a rubric for your final Movie Project.

Step Five

T-shirt – (See Appendix #3)

You will make a t-shirt with a map of your project topic and a Top Five List of fascinating facts about it. Materials to make the t-shirt will be provided for you.

On a given day, all 8th Graders will wear their NYC t-shirts and answer questions from adults in the building. Each good answer will earn a ticket. The student with the most tickets will win an insanely cool prize.
